CONFIRMATION - For Students and Sponsors (as outlined by St. Mary Religious Education) 
 

Gentlemen should wear: 
o Dress pants with a belt 
o Dress shoes with socks 
o Dress shirt with collar, shirt tucked in 
o Tie (suggested, but optional) 
o Jacket (suggested, but optional) 

NO JEANS 
NO SNEAKERS, TENNIS SHOES OR SANDALS 
NO SAGGING PANTS 
NO T-SHIRTS 
 

Young Ladies should wear: 
o Skirt and blouse/sweater or,* 
o Dress or,* 
o Nice dress slacks* 
o With dress shoes 
o All to be worn with appropriate undergarments (slip, etc.) 

 
*Skirts and dresses must be to your knee or longer - no short skirts 
*Tops and dresses must have sleeves - nothing strapless or with spaghetti straps 
*If you have a sleeveless dress or blouse, you must wear a sweater over it 
 
NO JEANS 
NO SNEAKERS OR FLIP-FLOPS 
NO OVERLY TIGHT CLOTHING 
NO T-SHIRTS 
NO PLUNGING NECKLINES 
NO BARE BACKS 
NO BARE MIDRIFFS 
 

IF IN DOUBT, DON'T WEAR IT! 
 
MAY CROWNING & GRADUATION - Attire should be appropriate for entering the sanctuary of 
the Church, modesty is key 
 

 



Gentlemen should wear:  
o Dark Suit or Khaki pants with a dark jacket  
o Dress pants with a belt 
o Neutral color dress shoes with socks 
o Dress shirt with collar, shirt tucked in 
o Tie 

 
Young Ladies should wear: 

o Tradition is Floor/Tea/Calf/Knee-length dress 
o White/Off White/Cream Colored dress to celebrate the purity of our Blessed Mother 
o Shoulders must be covered while in Church, 2-3 inch wide straps 
o No plunging necklines 
o No exposed backs 
o Appropriate undergarments should be worn and not be visible 
o Shoes should have a heel of 2" or less and be a pale or neutral color (no black or vibrant 

colors)

8TH GRADE DINNER DANCE 
 

Gentlemen should wear:  
o Dark Suit or Khaki pants with a dark jacket  
o Dress pants with a belt 
o Neutral color dress shoes with socks 
o Dress shirt with collar, shirt tucked in 
o Tie 

 
Young Ladies should wear: 

o Party Dress or Skirt and blouse/sweater  
o Dress shoes or sandals 
o All to be worn with appropriate undergarments 

 
*Skirts and dresses must be appropriate for a Catholic School - no short skirts/dresses, nothing 
strapless 
*If you have a strappy dress or blouse, you must wear a sweater over it
